MEN’S DAY 2 

Brazil, Cuba and Mexico undefeated at Men’s Pan Am BVB  

TORONTO, Canada, July 14, 2015. - Brazil, Cuba and Mexico stand undefeated after two days of competition at the men’s 

Beach Volleyball tournament of the XVIII Pan American Games Toronto 2015 at spectacular Chevrolet Beach Volleyball 

Centre. 

Alvaro Morais and Victor Araujo of Brazil earned their second victory after prevailing 2-1 (21-15, 18-21, 15-10) over 

Venezuela’s Jackson Henriquez and Jesus Villafañe in a great one on one battle with good defense and blocking from both 

sides. This is Venezuela’s second loss in the Games.  

“Having a close match against Venezuela is very common; however, in the tie-break we stepped things up to win the 

match” said Araujo. 

Cuban Nivaldo Diaz and Sergio Gonzalez executed with powerful kills over United States’ Ian Satterfield and Miles Evans 

with a 2-0 (21-17, 21-15) victory, their second in the tournament. USA drops to 1-1 record. About his team’s performance, 

Diaz said “our teamwork is doing well and this match required our best abilities because they made it complicated for us; 

there is always something to improve”.  

Lombardo Ontiveros and Juan Virgen of Mexico continue strong, in their second outing they beat Aruba’s Eargenell De 

Cuba and Daniel Mitchel 2-0 (21-10, 21-9) in a match that lasted 33 minutes. “We had control the entire game, however 

Aruba has improved their skills, giving good highlights during the match” said Juan Virgen.  

Nicaragua took Canada by surprise as they extended the match to a tie-break with both making their debut in Pool A. The 

Canadian duo Josh Binstock and Sam Schachter had to use their best weapons to defeat Nicaragua’s Ruben Mora and Dany 

Lopez 2-1 (21-14, 16-21, 15-10) under pouring rain.  

Binstock said “they definitely took us by surprise, we did not expect them to play so well; but in the end anyone can beat 

anyone”.  

Also in Pool A earlier in the day, Renzo Cairus and Mauricio Vieyto of Uruguay made their debut with good rhythm 

defeating Guatemala’s Julio Recinos and Luis Garcia 2-0 (21-15, 21-16). 

Vieyto said "we are really happy for winning our first game here. We were nervous, just like every player. It was a close 

game in the beginning, but our good defense and blocks made the difference“. 

Ian Mehamed and Nicolas Capogrosso of Argentina in Pool C neutralized St. Lucia’s Julian Bissette and Joseph Clercent 

energy in keeping the scores always close with a final 2-0 (21-17, 21-17) win. Argentina improves their win-loss record 1-1 

and St. Lucia remains winless.  

"It was a complicated game that we didn't expect. We thought we were going to handle it better but it was difficult during 

the first set. We were nervous but we never lost our calm and continued playing until we won” said Mehamed.  

Pool-play continues on day three of competition: Chile v. Trinidad and Tobago, Brazil v. Mexico, Canada v. Guatemala, 

Puerto Rico v. El Salvador, Venezuela v. Aruba, Uruguay v. Nicaragua.

Brasil, Cuba y México invictos en Playa varonil de los Panamericanos 

TORONTO, Canadá, 14 de julio de 2015.- Brasil, Cuba y México marchan invictos luego de dos días de competencia en el 

torneo varonil de Voleibol de Playa de los XVIII Juegos Panamericanos de Toronto 2015 en la espectacular instalación del 

Centro Chevrolet de Voleibol de Playa.  

Alvaro Morais y Victor Araujo de Brasil se adjudicaron su segundo triunfo 2-1 (21-15, 18-21, 15-10) tras imponerse sobre los 

venezolanos Jackson Henriquez y Jesus Villafañe en una batalla pareja con buena defensa y bloqueo por ambos lados. Esta 

es la segunda derrota para Venezuela. 

“Los juegos contra Venezuela son siempre apretados; sin embargo, en el desempate aceleramos las cosas para ganar el 

juego” dijo Araujo. 

Los cubanos Nivaldo Díaz y Sergio González ejecutaron con poderosos remates para imponerse a Ian Satterfield y Miles 

Evans de Estados Unidos, con triunfo de 2-0 (21-17, 21-15) su segundo del torneo. Estados Unidos bota su record 1-1. Sobre 

el desempeño de su equipo, Díaz dijo “nuestro trabajo en equipo funcionó bien y este partido requirió nuestras mejores 

habilidades porque ellos nos complicaron las cosas; siempre hay algo por mejorar”.  

En su segundo compromiso, Lombardo Ontiveros y Juan Virgen de México vencieron en 33 minutos a Eargenell De Cuba y 

Daniel Mitchel  de Aruba por 2-0 (21-10, 21-9). “Tuvimos el control del juego, sin embargo Aruba ha mejorado y hubo 

buenas jugadas” dijo Juan Virgen.  

Nicaragua tomó por sorpresa a Canadá al extender el juego a tres sets en el debut de ambos en el Grupo A. La dupla 

canadiense de Josh Binstock y Sam Schachter tuvieron que utilizer sus mejores armas para imponerse a Ruben Mora y Dany 

López de Nicaragua 2-1 (21-14, 16-21, 15-10) bajo una fuerte lluvia.   

Binstock dijo “definitivamente nos tomaron por sorpresa, no esperábamos que jugaran tan bien; pero al final cualquiera 

puede derrotar a cualquiera”.   

También en el Grupo A, Renzo Cairus y Mauricio Vieyto de Uruguay debutaron con buen ritmo al derrotar a los 

guatemaltecos Julio Recinos y Luis García 2-0 (21-15, 21-16). Vieyto dijo “muy contentos con ganar nuestro primer juego en 

los Panamericanos. Entramos nerviosos, al igual que el resto de jugadores. Fue un duelo apretado en el inicio, pero nuestra 

mejor defensa y bloqueo hizo la diferencia”. 

Ian Mehamed y Nicolas Capogrosso de Argentina en el Grupo C, neutralizaron a Julian Bissette y Joseph Clercent de Santa 

Lucía quienes con energía mantuvieron el marcador siempre cerca. Al final los argentinos sellaron el triunfo 2-0 (21-17, 21-

17). Argentina mejora su record 1-1 y Santa Lucía se mantiene sin triunfos.  

“No esperábamos que el juego fuera tan complicado. Pensamos que lo manejaríamos mejor pero las cosas se complicaron
